THIS beloved Difciple of our Lord was a Native
. of Galilee, the Soa of Zebedce and Salome, and
Brother of Fames the Great.—After the Afcenfion of
our bleffed Saviour, he applied himfelf to propagating
Chriftianity, and founded many Churches in Afis;
but'being accufed as # Subverter of the Religion of the
Empire, he was fent bound to Reme, by Order of the
Emperor Domitian, and thrown-into a Caldron of
boiling Qil; but was taken out unhurt.—This not
being fufficient to convince this cruel Emperdr, or
abate his Fury, he ordered him to be tran{ported to
the Ifland of Patmos, where he wrote his Book of Re-
welations. After the Death of Domitian his Succeffor
recalled thofe that had been banithed, and St. Foby
return’d again to A/g, and fixed his Scatat E{Z'/u.
